Responsibilities 
Cooperate with other ministries within the church such as ushers, nursery workers, and psalmist ministry members.
1. Abide by all rules
2. Always avoid strife.
3. Walk in love.
4. Always be instant to act when asked to do so.
5. Don’t allow the person to whom you are ministering to be distracted by others
6. Expanding our knowledge of the scripture.  The more we know of the Word of God, the more the Holy Spirit has to work with when we minister to people.
7. Knowing how to be led by the Holy Spirit when ministering to people.  Be sensitive to people’s real needs and to the direction in which the Holy Spirit is leading you.
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To be an effective Altar Worker you must constantly feed your faith on the following truths:
1. It is God’s desire for souls to be saved, people to be baptized in the Holy Spirit, and souls to be restored to fellowship, as well as people to be healed from all disease, sickness and infirmity.
